HOUSE MAINTENAINCE -PAINTING OF HOUSES / EXTENSION TO HOUSES  

      (Article 9, page 30)

9.01 Maintenance Obligations of Owners:  It shall be the duty of each Owner, at the Owner’s sole cost and expense, to maintain in a neat, sanitary and attractive condition, and to repair, replace and restore, the Lot (any property between the rear Lot line and any adjacent lake or canal or between the rear Lot Line and any common Properties through to and including the interior side of the rear hedge), including all Improvements located thereon as may be subject to the Owner’s control.

A. The Owner of a Lot shall maintain all exterior surfaces and roofs, facias and soffits of the structures (including the Unit) and other improvements located on the Lot (including driveway and sidewalk surfaces) in a neat, orderly and attractive manner.  The aforesaid maintenance shall including maintaining screened (including screen enclosures,), windows and doors (including the wood and hardware of garage doors and sliding glass doors).  The minimum standard for the foregoing shall be consistent with the general appearance of the Property as initially constructed and otherwise improved.                                                                                                                      The Owner shall clean, repaint or restain, as appropriate, the exterior portions of each Unit (with the same colors as initially used on the Unit unless approval of the Board of Directors and the ARC of the Master Association is obtained for a different color. including exterior services of garage doors.
B. All lawns shall be neatly edged and all landscaping shall be maintained in good, neat and living condition.  No weeds, underbrush dead or dying trees, or other unsightly growth shall be permitted to remain on and Lot, and no refuse, trash, junk or other unsightly objects shall be allowed to be placed or remain thereof 

C. In the event that any portion of such Lot falls into disrepair or is not so maintained so as to create a dangerous, unsafe, unsightly, or unattractive condition, or which otherwise violates this Declaration, the Association shall have the right, but not the duty, upon seven (7) days’ prior written notice, to correct such condition and to enter upon such Lot to make such repairs or to perform such maintenance.  The cost thereof shall be charged to the appropriate Owner and shall be an Individual Assessment as to the respective Lot.  The Owner of such Lot shall pay promptly all amounts due for such work.  Any costs and expenses or collection may be added, at the option of the Board of Directors, to the Individual Assessment. 

2. PETS:  Article 4, Section K: 

Only pets belong to owners (or those occupying lots through the authority of Owners) will be allowed within the Village, subject to the following further restrictions:

1. Commonly accepted household pets such as dogs and cats may be kept in a reasonable numbers as determined by the Master Association in it sole discretion.  All animals shall be contained at the Dwelling Unit and shall not be permitted to roam free, or to otherwise disturb the peace of other Owners:

2. Obnoxious animals, pitbulls, fowl and retiles are prohibited. 

3. No animal breeding or sales as a business shall be permitted.

4. No pet shall be permitted outside a Dwelling Unit except on a leash or in an enclosed rear yard;

5. No pets shall be allowed to constitute a nuisance;

6. Each Owner shall promptly remove and properly dispose of any solid waste matter deposited by the pet.
