 MINUTES OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING





    MAY 10, 2011
1. The meeting was called to order at 6:42pm by Board president Gustavo Ortiz.

2. Present at the meeting were Board members Gustavo Ortiz, Francis Smith and Zieda Ysaguirre. Also present were Donlin Drive HOA member Keisha Lee, and John Savin of Fairman & Associates, Inc.
3. The minutes of the Special Meeting of the Board of April 28, 2011 were read by John Savin of the management company Fairman & Associates, Inc. The minutes of the Special Meeting of the Board of May 3, 2011 were also read by John Savin. Mr. Ortiz made a motion to approve the minutes of the Special Meetings of April 28, 2011 and May 3, 2011, as written. Mrs. Smith seconded the motion and the minutes were approved by unanimous vote.

4. Under old business, a discussion ensued regarding the installation of a small section of fence so as to prevent easterly neighbors from traversing the HOA property. Vendor authorization had been granted and the Board requested management to contact the vendor for installation as soon as possible. Also under old business, a discussion ensued regarding landscaping standards for the HOA, assessment fee delinquency policy and homeowner maintenance requirements. The Board instructed management to obtain legal opinion as to its enforcement options.

5. Under new business and pursuant to the topics covered in item 4, a discussion ensued regarding the establishment of a ‘fine committee’ to determine and assess penalties on non-compliant HOA members. The Board requested management seek legal opinion prior to the creation of such a committee and to clarify the provisions of F.S. 720 versus the powers granted to the Board in the HOA By-Laws.

6. Also under new business, Mr. Ortiz made a motion to vacate the Board seat of Susana Huyke pursuant to the provisions of the Donlin Drive HOA By-Laws Section 6(b), 7(v), 8(d) and 8(f). Mrs. Smith seconded the motion and the Board seat of Susana Huyke was vacated by unanimous vote.

7. Pursuant to the Board seat vacation, the Board established that Mr. Ortiz and Mrs. Smith shall be the only signatories on the HOA bank account.

8. Mrs. Smith made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Ortiz seconded the motion and, without objection, the meeting was adjourned at 8:17pm.
